WINTER DOLDRUMS  
Holidays are over. Memories have been made. 
Credit card bills and the tax bill have arrived. 
Children are back in school. Snowbirds are leav-
ing for the south. Skies are gray. Moods change. 
How do we cope with all this? By trusting in 
God’s leadership, we can accept one another as 
they are and focus on common goals. Should we 
expect perfection from others only to immerse in 
the stress of unrealistic failure when things go 
wrong.  
 
You need to know that stress begins in the mind. 
It can promote positive outcomes or take on 
warning signals. Difficulty in concentrating, feel-
ings of disillusionment or failure or having un-
characteristic anger, cynicism, and negativism 
are just a few emotional symptoms that can lead 
to physical symptoms of illness; asthma, indiges-
tion, or even having trouble sleeping at night. All 
of the above may progress to feelings of loss of 
confidence in God. Are you able to release your 
heavy load to the Lord and allow His peace to 
permeate your heart? The bible says “A heart at 

peace gives life to the body….” Proverbs 14:30.  
 
The best way to fight back: reach out to loved 
ones and friends, volunteer at a local charity, 
join a spiritual community or increase your level 
of activity.  

First Reading:   
 
A sixth– and seventh-century prophet of Judah, 
Jeremiah detested the idolatry to which the peo-
ple and their leaders would fall victim. In today’s 
verses Jeremiah recounts how the Word of the 
Lord came to him and called him to be a proph-
et. Even before he was formed in the womb, the 
Lord chose him for this important role. Jeremi-
ah would have to stand up to Judah’s corrupt 

kings, princes, priests, and people. They would 
fight against Jeremiah and try to discredit the 
Word of the Lord he spoke, but the Lord would 
stand by him and deliver him.  
 
Second Reading:   
 
The longer form is a continuous reading from 
last Sunday and serves as a preface to Paul’s 
beautiful and well-known words about love. The 
shorter form of the reading begins with the de-
scription of what love is and is not. The triad of 
faith, hope, and love which concludes the read-
ing, is part of the early history of Christian com-
munities and appears, for example, in 1 Thessa-
lonians 1:3. All three will last, but love is the 
greatest. Would that the Corinthians bond to-
gether in love modeled on Christ’s love for them, 
and we do the same in our communities of faith 
today.  

 
Gospel:   
The Gospel reading opens with a repetition of 
the closing verse from last Sunday, in which Je-
sus announces the fulfillment of the passage he 
read from Isaiah to the people in Nazareth’s syn-
agogue. People already begin to wonder about 
his identity, but their amazement at his 
“gracious words” quickly turns into fury as Je-
sus draws the connection between himself and 
the prophets Elijah and Elisha. Perhaps the 
people were not ready for Jesus’ prophetic 
words and the extension of his ministry to the 
Gentiles. Prophets are not accepted in their 
place of origin, a reality of which Jesus is well 
aware.
