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First Sunday Of Lent                                                                             
                     

First Reading: Genesis 9:8–15                                          
The drama of the building of the ark, its loading, and 
the rising of the waters can overshadow what should be 
the most powerful moment in the story of Noah: The 
establishment of GodΩs covenant with Noah and his de-
scendants. This promise everlasting is the powerful cov-
enant made with Abraham later in Genesis. The cove-
nant is generated by God, who takes responsibility for 
its fulfilment, offering a sign of affirmation to human-
kind (the rainbow). Note the parallels between this ac-
count of GodΩs promise and the process of creation in 
Genesis.                                                                                                   

                                                                      

Second Reading: Second Reading: 1 Peter 3:18–22     
The destructive power of water is now contrasted with 
the life-giving power of water in PeterΩs letter. In Christ 
Jesus, suffering is not meaningless but ennobled.  The 
passage includes a creedal element, outlining the Pascal 
Mystery and its promise.  The gift of Baptism is one of 
liberation for all, not salvation for a few as in the story 
of Noah. 
                                                  

Gospel: Gospel: Mark 1:12–15                                           
In Mark, the beginning of JesusΩ journey is his experi-
ence of forty days in the wilderness.  His account is ters-
er than that of Matthew and Luke, which also makes its 
message quite direct. Jesus has been tested, like the 
Israelites were tested by the forty years of wandering in 
the wilderness to the Promised Land and Noah was 
tested with forty days afloat in the floodwaters.  Under 
the protection of GodΩs angels, he has triumphed, prov-
ing his readiness for his earthly mission.  The number 
forty appears in dozens of places in the bible, usually 
signifying a test that has been administered and passed.  
As we enter the forty days of Lent, we can challenge 
ourselves to embrace the spiritual tests we are facing, 
transforming them-and ourselves-as we journey to 
Easter. 

              
The Season of Lent                                          
This past week, we entered the Season of Lent, a time 
of preparation for the new life Jesus wants to offer each 
one of us.  IT is also a time for us to exercise our spiritu-
al lives in order to let go of tendencies that are not 
good for us, and sharpen our desire for virtue and holi-
ness...in order to become those great disciples of Jesus 
that the Lord desire for each of us.  LetΩs encourage 
each other to do just that!
