The signs help us to see
Jesus as the fulfillment of the restoration of
Jerusalem. We know from the beginning of
his ministry that the one who will call his

covenant to Israel. On this initial Sunday of
Ordinary Time, we begin to believe anew in
him as the disciples began to believe for the
first time.
